This impetus has not only
occurred as a result of manpower
and fiscal considerations but also
as a result of the increasingly
complex case load which now
confronts obstetricians and
midwives and their supporting
specialties viz anaesthetics,
paediatricians, physicians,
operating theatre staff,
radiological services, laboratory
services and physiotherapists.

assisted to become pregnant
and carry a fetus to term, there
are more subtle modern day
influences of increasing age of
first time mothers and obesity
to consider in assessing case
complexity, particularly as
women assessed as low risk
without a contributory obstetric
history viz pre-eclampsia related
complications and obstetric
haemorrhage (ante partum
and post partum) represent the
majority of pregnant women
admitted to Critical Care Units.

Whilst easily identifiable
increasing numbers of women
with underlying chronic medical
conditions e.qg. diabetes and
corrected congenital cardiac
defects are choosing or are being

Hence it is becoming increasingly
difficult for obstetricians and
midwives to select out “high risk

support for its CCU which allows
obstetricians, midwives and
supporting professional groups
the security of being able to
deliver all obstetric patients,
despite their apparent or
ultimate risk category, within
an environment that can cater
for their needs without having
the insecurity of having to be
transported to another facility to
receive Critical Care if required.

patients” from “low risk” patients
in order to advise the appropriate
place of delivery and all this is
set against an unforgiving
medico-legal background.

This difficulty in risk selection is
perhaps reflected somewhat by
the 24% increase in maternal
mortality in Australia for the
2000-2002 triennium along
with the observed but not

well documented increase in
maternal morbidity (so called
“near misses”).
